Additional funding for very high cost and vulnerable laboratory-based subjects
Detailed description of the formulaic allocation method
1. The initial formulaic allocation is based on HEFCE-fundable FTEs countable in HESES Column 4, returned on the 2005-06 HESA student record meeting certain criteria. If the JACS code of the student’s programme of study is one of those in the following table, any of their FTE returned in the four qualifying cost centres counts towards the allocation. Note that the FTE does not have to be attributed to the relevant JACS code. The defining cost centres and JACS codes are:

2. In terms of what is included at the cost centre level, the record must have the following conditions (as defined in HEFCE 2006/50, ‘2005-06 Statistics derived from HESA data for monitoring and allocation of funding’, Appendix 1 HESES05 re-creation algorithms):
HESCOL4 = '1'

HESTYPE in either 'HOMEF' or 'HOMEIF'

HESLEVEL in either 'FD','PGT' or 'UGX'

HESESFTE defines the FTE associated with the student’s programme of study.

In terms of programmes of study, the key fields are SBJQA1, SBJQA2 and SBJQA3. The student is included if any one of these fields contains the appropriate JACS code as given in the table above. 

3. There is also a threshold whereby institutions with fewer than 30 FTEs in a cost centre do not receive a share of the funding for that cost centre. This ensures that we do not allocate funding where there is very little activity in the cost centres concerned. At this point, the total allocated per FTE student is £1,250. This figure may change once the full distribution of £25 million is finalised in July.
